Best time to go. May-October. The route
can be enjoyed in other seasons as well,
including the beautiful winter days with
a few snow, since the paths and forest
roads are not cleaned from snow.

Route. For hikers: Central square of
Sigulda Railway Station - Raina Street -
Livkalna Street - Mound Paradizes -
Vejupite Ravine - Ligatne Nature trails -
Gaujas Street - Darza Street - Springu
Street - Ligatne Tourism Information
Centre. Cyclists head down the Gaujas
Street in Sigulda and before the bridge
over the River Gauja turn right on an
unpaved road leading to Ligatne.
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Difficulty level. Moderate - difficult.
Strenuous in some sections (deep
ravines of the rivers).

e Distance. Around 30 km.

10 h on foot, 4-5 h by bicycle.

Road pavement. Mostly forest roads,
gravel roads, paths, asphalt roads in
Sigulda and Ligatne.

Distance to Riga. Starting point 53 km,
destination 70 km.

Way marking. A blue diamond on white
background, blue blazes on trees. Way
markings continue from Gaujas Street in
Sigulda up to Ligatne.

Public transportation. For hikers:
regional buses (check timetable
beforehand) run between Ligatne

and Augsligatne, and from there on
pedestrians can get on the train (station
“Ligatne”, railway line Riga-Valka) or
regional buses to Riga, Césis and other
towns. Trains (4-5 times per day) and
regional buses run to Sigulda.
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Worth knowing! Suitable trekking

boots (or an MTB/trekking bicycle) and
local map or route map is necessary.
Navigation devices might be useful.
Cyclists should pedal with due care on
the steep slopes and wooden plank-ways
and bridges which can be slippery. Due to
the route length, hikers should evaluate
personal fitness for the route. When
heading along Nurmizi Nature Reserve
area, respect the information signs
placed there! Walking outdoors is at
one’s own risk. Emergency services: 112.

Recommendation. Hikers can stay
overnight in Ligatne and head the next
day to Césis (~1 dayl, and from Césis on to
Valmiera (~2 days).
